Follow these simple steps...

1. Fill out the Adopt-A-Spot application and agreement
When you know the dates, times and location you would like to adopt, please fill
out the Adopt-A-Spot application and agreement, completely.

For your first cleanup:

The City of Lenexa’s Rain to Recreation program can schedule a speaker to come to your group, school or organization
prior to your cleanup or meet you on the day of your cleanup to get you started. The speaker will explain stormwater
and urban runoff issues, the effect they have on freshwater bodies, what each of us can do to help keep water clean
and how to participate in a safe cleanup.

For your second and third cleanups:

After your first cleanup, you are prepared to run additional cleanups
on your own. We will continue to supply you with all the materials
you will need. Please call two weeks before each of your scheduled
cleanup dates to arrange for your supplies. Remember, you're not Teams that commit to cleaning a spot
limited to only three cleanups; three cleanups is simply the minimum at least three times per year for two
commitment we request. years will receive:

When you adopt a spot in Lenexa,
the city will provide trash bags and
gloves for your cleanup.

Waivers are necessary for ALL cleanups and are good for one year.
The waiver can be signed at the cleanup the day of the event if the
participant is 18 or OVER.

IMPORTANT! Parents must sign a waiver for children UNDER the age of 18.

To participate in an Adopt-A-Spot cleanup, minors must have the liability waiver signed by a parent or legal guardian.
If a parent or legal guardian will not be attending the event, the waiver must be signed in advance and must be
presented at the cleanup to participate.

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Adopt-A-Spot Agreement

The City of Lenexa’s Adopt a Spot program is part of an effort to make sure our parks and streamways
are litter-free and beautifully maintained. The program is voluntary and is open to groups that do not
discriminate on any basis, including, but not limited to, race, religion, color or sex.

Each volunteer group assumes responsibility for their spot and agrees to remove trash and litter a minimum
of three times a year for a two year period. Groups can request specific area or the City of Lenexa can help
groups select a specific area to be adopted.

Groups can not begin volunteer work until waiver and release of liability is signed by each volunteer and a
parent or guardian for a child under the age of 18.

Terms and conditions

(Group/School/Business Name)
agrees to comply with the following conditions and any other conditions or directions from the City of Lenexa:

1. All members must sign the release of liability, which is necessary to participate in cleanups. The release can be
signed at the cleanup the day of the event if the participant is 18 or older. Minors under the age of 18 must have the
release signed by a parent or legal guardian. The group agrees that the release is effective during the time of this
Agreement and to be responsible to obtain and maintain signed releases for members that join any time during the
term of Agreement.

2. All participants shall review all safety precautions prior to each cleanup and agree in writing to assume the risks
involved in the work by signing the release form.

3.The group agrees to notify the City of Lenexa’s Adopt-A-Spot Coordinator at least two weeks prior to the planned
cleanup time.

4.The group agrees to Adopt-A-Spot for a minimum of two years, with a renewal option decided upon by both parties.
5. Participants under the age of 18 must be accompanied by a person over the age of 18.
6. The group shall cleanup a minimum of three times per year during the two-year adoption period.

8. All persons engaged in the Adopt-A-Spot program must use and/or wear appropriate safety equipment to complete
the job.

9. Adopt-A-Spot cleanups must be done by two or more people during the daytime. No individuals from the group
may undertake Adopt -A-Spot work alone.

10. The group shall obtain City-of-Lenexa-furnished materials during regular working hours (trash bags, gloves and
release forms). Unused trash bags, gloves, shall be returned to the Adopt-A-Spot Coordinator during regular working
hours within one week following the cleanup.

11.The group will place filled trash bags at locations designated by the Adopt-A-Spot Coordinator for easy pickup by
Lenexa’s staff. Trash will be removed and disposed of by the City of Lenexa the next working day.

12. If group finds litter that is too large to remove safely, inform the Adopt-A-Spot Coordinator of its location for
removal, which prevents personal injuries and maintains city property.

13. Use of controlled substances (including alcoholic beverages) shall be prohibited.
14. The group shall not trespass or interfere with the rights of private landowners.

15. The group shall notify the Adopt-A-Spot Coordinator within 24 hours of the occurrence of any injury to any person
or accident which occurs during litter pickup.

The City of Lenexa agrees to:
1. Provide recognition of participation in the Adopt-A-Spot program in information about the Adopt-A-Spot program

on the City of Lenexa’s website and in printed materials, when applicable.
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2. Provide materials to participating Adopt-A-Spot groups including, but not limited to: trash bags, latex gloves and
release of liability waivers.

3. Provide safety information to participating Adopt-A-Spot Groups.
4. Remove the collected trash on the following working day after an Adopt-A-Spot cleanup event.
5. Provide press information upon request from the media.

6. Assist the Adopt-A-Spot group in planning and at the initial information and safety meeting, when given proper
notice of the event.

7. Provide a sign recognizing the Adopt-A-Spot group’s commitment on the adopted site within six months of the first
cleanup date.

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Adopt-A-Spot Safety Guidelines

Safety is our first priority for any Adopt-A-Spot cleanup. Please take a moment to read these
safety instructions so that you can be prepared for a fun and safe cleanup.

Do:

+ Make sure you have signed a liability waiver.

« Wear gloves and closed-toe shoes at all times.

« Have clothing and sunblock to protect you from the sun.

« Stay in teams of three or more people.

« Notify your cleanup leader of any emergencies or accidents.
« Be cautious of users on nearby bike paths and trails.

+ Only complete Adopt-A-Spot activities in daylight hours and
during appropriate weather conditions. Tip: Schedule a rain date
ahead of time.

« Conduct a safety meeting for all participants prior to each cleanup or other Adopt-A-Spot activity.
« Carpool to the site to reduce the number of vehicles needed.

Do not:

« Pick up dead animals or attempt to move an injured animal—call 9-1-1 and ask for the City of Lenexa’s
Animal Control officers.

« Pick up syringes, needles, any sharp objects, condoms, tampons, waste materials or anything of which you
are not sure. Mark the area and notify the your cleanup leader, who will alert the City of Lenexa’s Adopt-A-
Spot Coordinator.

« Lift anything too heavy.

« Clean near any flowing storm drain outlets.

+ Pick up any weapons.

« Goin any locations that appear to be unsafe.

« Attempt to squeeze or squish bags to make more room for trash. Doing so can lead to injuries from broken
or jagged objects that may perforate the bag.

+ Leave minors and children for whom you are responsible unsupervised. Minors and children must be
supervised at all times by a responsible adult.

Be careful of:

« Overexertion, sunburn, heat exhaustion and dehydration. When in doubt, come in early. It’s better to be
safe than sorry.

- Fragile, rocky or unsafe terrain.

« Streams and bodies of water. Do not go in the water or leave minor children for which you are responsible
unsupervised near water.

« Snakes, stinging insects and poisonous plants. Avoid areas in which they might be found.

Additional safety measures:
« Ask your cleanup leader about dangerous areas and places to avoid.
+ Know the cleanup boundaries and agree on a return time for your group.
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
